
Standard Operation Procedure 
 

Pabo and Chicken Area  
Cleaning chicken areas, including coops and runs, is crucial for maintaining the 

health and well-being of the flock, preventing the spread of diseases, and reducing 

pest infestations. A clean environment helps minimize odors, keeps eggs cleaner, 

and promotes a more comfortable living space for the chickens.  

Many diseases, like Coccidiosis, Marek's disease, Mycoplasma, and 

respiratory viruses, can spread through droppings and contaminated 

environments. Regular cleaning eliminates these pathogens, reducing the risk of 

infection. Clean coops and runs help control the spread of internal parasites like 

worms and Coccidia, as well as external parasites like mites. Wet litter and 

droppings produce ammonia, which can be harmful to chickens and 

humans. Cleaning reduces the concentration of ammonia, improving air 

quality. Clean bedding and regular cleaning help prevent foot ailments, like 

bumble foot, which can develop from standing in soiled or wet conditions.  

Inspect and repair: 

1. Buildings, crack and broken items 

2. Brooder, doors and lighting 

3. Fence and netting, all items 

4. Food and water trays 

Clean the Buildings 

1. Evacuate all Poultry from building 

2. Collect all poop stuff and bring to vermicast building 

3. Clean all wooden breeding areas, top, and bottom. 

4. Spray all surfaces with Clorox or similar. 

5. Brush surfaces. 

6. POWER WASH the building inside. 

7. Rinse building inside 

8. Clean all troughs, water and food trays 

9. Brush trays 

10. Clean Quarantine cages 

11. Wash down and use cleaning liquid to clean flooring 

Clean the Area 

1. Remove debris and left overs. 

2. Move organics to compost or vermicast
